Gloucester Green:

A 5 Minute walk from St Johns College. The car park is underground, is locked at midnight and has constant CCTV monitoring for 24 hours. The cost is £24.60 per 24-hour period. Total cost for 3 days £73.80. The car park is a 5-minute walk from St John’s College and is the nearest public car park. The entrance to the car park is next to the Playhouse Theatre.

In the heart of the city centre and mainly used by shoppers, the Westgate Car Park is open 24 hours per day. Monitoring would best be described as light and certainly not as secure as Gloucester Green for city centre parking. Cost is £17.50 for 24 hours. A 5 – 10 minute walk from St John’s College. Access is via Oxpens road, to the south of the city centre.

Pear Tree, Redbridge, Water Eaton and Thornhill Park and Rides:

Well signposted for delegates arriving via the main arterial roads from the north, south, east or west. Parking is free and they are all open 24 hours a day and monitored by CCTV cameras. Oxford City Council advice that whilst it is not secure 1.5 million cars parked at Pear Tree (for example) in 2008 year and there were only  13 security issues reported. Buses leave for the city centre from the car parks approx. every 15 minutes for the city centre, although not as frequent late at night and early morning.
